Submissions will be awarded 1 to 10 points for each of the following criteria: Creativity, Presentation, Essay, Visual Impact, and Portfolio Exercise. Maximum points possible: 50; minimum for acceptance: 35.

The quality of your work is what is important. All work should be placed in a folder and compressed (zipped) and e-mailed to VisualMedia.Central@seattlecolleges.edu. (Here is a link with the directions to make a zip file. https://www.wikihow.com/Make-a-Zip-File)
If your portfolio is accepted, your academic prerequisites have been met and you have set up your file in the division office, you will be added to the “approved” list and invited to attend an enrollment meeting at the end of Spring Quarter. New students can register after that meeting.

If your first submission is not accepted, you are welcome to resubmit to a future portfolio review.

For consideration to enter the Visual Media program, work must be submitted before the sixth week of the quarter. Portfolios are then reviewed during the next two weeks and you will be notified by e-mail.
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
